You'll learn face-to-face with a teacher in one
of our learning spaces like a classroom,
workshop, laboratory or simulated learning
environment.

On campus with some online

Apprenticeships

and traineeships

Apprenticeships and traineeships combine
paid work with structured training to gain
a qualification. At TAFE Queensland,

we work with your employer to help you
successfully gain competence in a trade
(apprenticeship) or a vocational area
(traineeship).

Upon completion, you may find yourself
in a great place to keep working, go

on to future study or even start your
own business!

Did you know you can start an
apprenticeship or traineeship during high
school, after school or if you’ve been in the
workforce for a long time?

Traineeships vary in length from six months
to three years, while apprenticeships
generally take three to four years to
complete.

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Remote Area Teacher Education Program (RATEP)

Looking for a pathway to teaching?

RATEP is a community-based teacher education program that provides a direct pathway for Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander people living
in remote, rural and regional locations to become registered teachers, qualified teacher aides or early childhood educators.

The RATEP program is a partnership between TAFE Queensland north region, Queensland Department of Education and James
Cook University (JCU). This program aims to increase the employment of Indigenous teachers and grow the capability of Indigenous
paraprofessionals within Queensland state schools, supporting the Department of Education 2025-2029 Strategic Plan.

Students undertaking the program are enrolled in the Certificate Ill in Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Education 11212NAT or the Diploma
of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Education 11214NAT. The program is offered at a number of RATEP sites throughout Queensland as
well as an off-site delivery model with teacher support. Teacher coordinators provide support to students at these sites as well as students
studying remotely off-site.

Depending on their chosen learning pathway, students complete their studies with TAFE Queensland and JCU. This tailored support enables
students to stay in community and be part of community while learning.

Benefits to students include:

e subsidised training for eligible applicants

e payment plans available

e gain credit toward higher qualifications

e financial assistance for travel and accommodation to attend residential blocks in Cairns for eligible students.
